HNS Response Procedures

1. Hazardous and Noxious Substances

Hazardous and Noxious Substances (HNS) are defined as any substance other than oil which is likely
to create hazards to human health or the environment, including living resources it represents. The
term HNS first arose in internationally-binding protocols on preparedness, response and co-operation
to marine and coastline pollution events.

Adler and Allan Limited (A&A) is equipped to respond to a variety of HNS incidents to contain, clear
and dispose of hazardous materials and to make sites safe. This response is tailored around hazard
classes derived from International Carriage of Goods by Road (ADR) agreements and their
implementation in the United Kingdom.

Table 1. Outlines the incidents from specific HNS classes A&A will (no highlight) and will not

(grey highlight) attend. Additionally A&A will not attend incidents involving accepted class substances
if in the vicinity of non-accepted classes. Incidents involving pressurised gases (class 2) can be
attended if receptacles are in sound condition and have not been compromised.
